Aims

1. Coordinate an effective and safe junior squad programme

2. Identify the best performing Scottish junior orienteers for selection and development

3. Ensure that Scotland is represented by the best possible team at all junior fixtures (e.g. JHI, JIRC)

4. Represent Scottish interests in discussions regarding junior competition formats

5. Identify juniors with potential to compete at British international level

6. Organise the annual Scottish junior inter-club competition, the Jamie Stevenson Trophy

Duties and Responsibilities

· Recruit and lead a Junior Squad management team, delegating tasks to make best use of volunteers’ skills and time

· Chair a selection process to set selection criteria and select athletes for squad and team places

· Plan a comprehensive programme of domestic and foreign training camps, registering all training events with the Fixtures Secretary

· Set and monitor a budget for the annual programme, liaising with the VP (Performance) regarding budget allocation

· Recruit a pool of coaches and helpers to assist with coaching, transporting and supervising the squad

· Coordinate arrangements for travel, accommodation, staffing, communications, training and entries as required for each training camp or competition

· Ensure appropriate risk management and child protection procedures are in place

· Ensure that all coaches and helpers meet the requirements of the SOA Child Protection Policy and encourage helpers to gain a coaching qualification

· Inform parents of squad or team members of the arrangements and individuals’ financial contributions for all activities and ensure parental consent is given

· Encourage squad members to apply for grant assistance and write reports for grant awarding bodies where required

· Encourage and develop athletes towards British Orienteering Training Tour and Squad places and submit athlete reports to the BOF Junior Selection Panel

· Ensure Scottish junior interests are represented at relevant meetings where rule changes, fixture dates or regional squad arrangements may be discussed

· Appoint event officials for the Jamie Stevenson Trophy inter-club competition

· Submit regular reports on activities and finances to the VP (Performance)

· Publish the activities and successes of the Junior Squad through articles in Score and on the SOA web site
