1. Be the source of accurate information regarding anti-doping issues (WADA – World Anti Doping Agency).
2. Ensure awareness throughout the orienteering community of doping issues.
3. Maintain a database of sports science facilities and access to them.
Duties and Responsibilities

· Be aware of BOF / IOF rules and guidelines regarding anti-doping issues.
· Ensure all competing orienteers, especially those in Squads, are aware of the issues.
· Publish relevant information in Score / on website.

· Ensure relevant athlete information is filed.
· Facilitate athlete education with regard to injury prevention and injury recovery.

· Research and maintain a database of specialist sports science facilities available for orienteers (Squad members & other orienteers).
· Ensure that athletes based in Scotland are able to access equivalent facilities as the rest of Great Britain.

· Liaise as required with Squads (ScotJos, SEDS, Vets)

· Obtain relevant information from relevant BOF committee minutes.
