Aims

1. Ensure a good balance of competitions throughout Scotland.
2. Responsibility for Scottish National Competitions and UK National level
competitions when held in Scotland.
3. Work closely with the Fixtures Secretary to ensure smooth articulation of events.
Duties and Responsibilities

· Approving areas as appropriate for national competitions.
· Liaising with the Fixtures Secretary to ensure that dates for events are appropriate.
· Proposing rules for national competitions in consultation with the SOA membership, and for formal approval by the Executive. Maintaining and distributing the rules on behalf of SOA. In the case of dispute, leading the adjudication process on behalf of the Executive, seeking their guidance where necessary.
· Following consultation with the SOA membership, draft proposals to introduce new national competitions or remove existing ones, for formal approval by the Executive.
· Representing SOA at the appropriate BOF committees on UK-wide
competition rules and guidelines.
· Monitor and maintain standards of SOA events.
· Be the contact for SOA members regarding the quality of events.  
· Be aware of British Orienteering rules and guidelines regarding event standards.

· Be aware of British Orienteering rules and guidelines regarding timing of championship, national and regional events.

· Develop and maintain an allocation rota for SOA Championship and Regional events (SOL etc.)

· Consider and determine the suitability of proposed mapped areas to host events under the auspices of SOA.

Pro-forma for reporting (“Nothing to report” is permitted!)

Headings should include:

1. Reports on quality of events within scope, including areas of concern.
2. Proposed changes / updates to SOA Event Guidelines / Courses.
3. Any significant changes notified from British Orienteering.
4. Any action required from Executive.
5. Any other issues within the portfolio.
